Several hundred artists from around the world have been invited to create unique works of art, 

each measuring 5 x 7 inches in dimension.  The artists have signed their works only on the 

back, and each piece will be displayed anonymously.  Visitors to the exhibition will have the 

opportunity to purchase the works, but without knowing the identity of the artist until after 

purchase.  All works are available for only $250.  The element of mystery draws large crowds 

and contributes to the success of this lively and unique fundraising event.

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The first SITE Unseen, held in 1999, was organized by Megan Fox and Jim Kelly, and the 

proceeds supported SITE Santa Fe’s Third International Biennial, Looking for a Place. Since 

then, later editions of SITE Unseen have been tremendously successful and the event has 

become a favorite for many in Santa Fe.  This year, James Kelly, of James Kelly Contemporary, 

is Honorary Chairman of the event, and many artists who have previously shown at SITE Santa 

Fe have agreed to participate. 

 

All proceeds from SITE Unseen 6 will help to support SITE Santa Fe’s Eighth International 

Biennial, The Dissolve. Curated by Sarah Lewis and Daniel Belasco, it opens June 20, 2010 

and continues through January 2, 2011.   SITE Santa Fe is a private not-for-profit contemporary 

arts organization committed to enriching the cultural atmosphere in New Mexico by providing an 

ongoing venue for regional, national, and international exhibitions and interdisciplinary 

programs.  Its International Biennial is a crucial part of its mission.
